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PBS Lesson Plan

For the date:  Friday, Sept. 7th, 2007

What does PRIDE, HONOR AND RESPECT look like on the extended campus?
· Park in designated areas.

· Use crosswalks.

· Stay on campus during lunch if you are not a senior.

· During lunch, students are to be in the cafeteria, the outdoor commons area or a pre-arranged classroom.

· High school students should have their TA badge at Azalea and Kalmiopsis

· Sign in and out at the attendance office whenever leaving campus during the school day.

· Use trashcans.

· Some classes are still in session during lunch.  Use a one foot voice and close lockers quietly.

· Add an expectation…

Scenarios:

· Your friend has already gotten on the bus.  Is it ok to go between the busses to talk to them through the window?

· Your sister is a senior and you are a sophomore.  She has invited you to join her for lunch off campus.  Is that ok?

· You notice several pieces of wadded up paper thrown on the ground.  Should you pick them up?

· You finished today’s assignment in class early.  Is it ok to get a pass to the gymnasium?

· Is it ok to eat lunch in your car?

· You have your signed agenda book to go to the restroom or your locker during class.  Is it ok to use your cell phone on the way?

· Add a scenario…

Lesson Ideas:

· Brainstorm other positive behaviors for this setting.

· Role-play one or more of the expected behaviors.

· Have students work in pairs or small groups to create posters.

· Ask students to share positive experiences from past years. (A time when they witnessed a fellow student acting in a positive manner.)

· Play charades.  Withhold the list of expected behaviors and give them out one at a time as charade topics.
