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PBS Lesson Plan

For the date:  Tuesday, Sept. 4th, 2007

What does PRIDE, HONOR AND RESPECT look like in the hallway?
· Use a two foot voice.

· Stay to the right.

· Use wastebaskets and recycle bins.

· Limit affection to hand holding or a friendship hug.

· Hold social conversations out of the traffic flow.

· Whisper when classes are in session.

· Treat lockers gently.

Lesson Ideas:
